WHITE REMINDS US OF A CLEAN HEART 

You can live with Jesus in Heaven forever if 

you ask Him to forgive you of your sins, to 

make your heart clean. To do this you need to:  

A- Admit to Jesus that you have sinned and 

tell Jesus that you are sorry.    

B- Believe that Jesus is Godõs Son who died on 

the cross to take the punishment for all 

your sins. Believe that after three days 

He rose from the grave and now lives in 

Heaven. 

C- Confess or tell others that Jesus has saved 

you from being separated from Him and 

barred from Heaven.   Tell them you want 

God to guide you to only do things that will 

please Him.   

When you ask God to save you from the 

punishment for your sins, He will save you.  

Then you will become a child of God.

DARK REMINDS US OF SIN 
 

Jesus wants you to be in 

Heaven with Him.  But He 

does not want anything in 

Heaven that displeases 

God.   

Sin, disobeying God, does 

not please God. Sin includes 

things like lying, stealing, saying bad things 

about someone and disobeying your parents. 

Have you ever disobeyed your parents? Others 

have too.  The Bible says everyone has sinned. 

Without the help of Jesus, the punishment for 

sin is not being able to be with God in Heaven. 

The dark page reminds us of the darkness of 

being separated from God forever. 

But God loved you so much that He made a 

special plan for you to be with Him in Heaven.  

He sent His Son Jesus to prepare the way for 

us to live with Him in Heaven. 

(Romans 3:23; Romans 5:12; Romans 6:23) 

RED REMINDS US OF JESUS 

God sent His Son Jesus 

to be born as a baby.  

Jesus grew up and 

became a man. He never 

disobeyed God or did 

anything that displeased 

God.  Jesus is the only 

person in all of history to 

ever live His entire life without disobeying or 

displeasing God.  He was Godõs perfect, sinless 

Son. 

Jesus did something no one else could do.  He 

took the punishment for you disobeying God, 

for your sin.   Jesus let Himself be beaten 

and nailed to a wooden cross. Jesus died and 

was buried in a tomb.  But three days later 

He came back to life.  Later, He went straight 

to Heaven to live with God forever.  He 

prepared a way for us to live with Him in 

Heaven. 

Red reminds us of the blood of Jesus, shed 

for us. Red reminds us that Jesus loved us 

enough to die for our sins, even though He 

never sinned.  

(1 Corinthians 15:3-4; Romans 5:8; 1 Peter 1:18-19)
