The Mark of a Life that has been changed
by Christ is helping the poor. In Luke 3:11
John the Baptist told his audience that the
one who has truly repented, if he has two
shirts then he must share with someone
who has none, and if he has food then he
must share it with someone who has no
food. (1 John 3:16-18; James 2:5-6, 14-16)

Deuteronomy 15:7, 11 teach us that
Christians must not be hardhearted or
tightfisted toward the poor. They must
willingly open their hands to the afflicted

and poor.
