Key Words: Construction (renovation)  
Description: Christ Memorial Baptist Church recently purchased an older, 118,000-square-foot school 

building on 11.2 acres for a church.   It is BRUCE OUTREACH CENTER.  The tasks are 
numerous and construction teams are needed to help with a variety of renovation 
construction projects. Other projects include community events as outlined in Project 
MD0004 below.  Please visit website for more information. 

  
 The following is the list of what needs to be accomplished through a partnership of our 

church and those who may feel so led to come and assist us.  One, some, all, or none of the 
below can be combined with the list of ministry ideas on another link.  You can “tailor-make” 
your mission trip. 

  
 Bathrooms: (Men and Ladies):  Pipe covers replaced, toilets / sinks cleaned or replaced, 

floors swept, mopped, and polished (or new tile installed), new toilet paper holders, trash 
cans replaced, doors on stalls repaired / replaced, ceiling repaired/painted (is currently 



peeling), lights replaced, windows cleaned, cracks in walls filled, fresh coat of paint on walls, 
new mirrors, soap/napkin dispenser OR hand dryers installed, baby changing station 
installed, etc. 

  
 Auditorium: New Curtains (stage and windows; extensive job), ceiling tiles replaced (ceiling 

is high), vent over door repaired/replaced, spackle cracks, paint walls, cover wires on walls, 
change all light bulbs, auditorium type chairs repaired, sanded, finished, etc. and/or remove 
back row of seats to replace broken ones throughout auditorium, chunks out of cement floor 
need repaired, folding chairs removed, stage sanded and buffed, replace and install 
carpeting in aisles and at front of auditorium, ropes for curtains replaced, windows cleaned, 
auditorium lights labeled, sound/light equipment (find if it works and how), and build portable 
room dividers so worship services can be moved to the auditorium in the future.  We also 
need removal of mold. 

  
 Gym: Floors swept and treated (hardwood floor), basketball hoops repaired (pealing of 

encasement around backboards), walls washed and painted, insulation around pipes 
replaced, bleachers sanded and re-stained and then greased (some of the boards need to 
be replaced), light switches and light bulbs replaced (once again, high ceiling), fans checked, 
exit signs cleaned/replaced, lots of wires on walls need to be covered, and partition needs to 
be oiled and repainted. 

  
 2nd Floor: Ceiling tiles replaced, light bulbs replaced/fixed/changed, floor swept, mopped, 

and buffed, display cases cleaned, carpet cleaned, holes in wall spackled, and new paint on 
walls. 

  
 Ramp from 1st Floor to 2nd Floor: Carpet vacuumed and cleans, walls washed with 

cracks filled and then painted, replace missing rail. 
  
 Front Hall: Windows washed, lights cleaned/replaced, floors swept, mopped, and buffed, 

display case cleaned, spackle walls and paint, clear away trash cans, etc. 
  
 Outside: Repair sidewalks, asphalt, paint, scrub pillars (graffiti), power wash building, grass 

cut / landscaping, new signs for building, steps blocked or repaired.
